e Lots of components are modular and
RE P A’ RAB’ Ll TY SCORE‘ can be replaced independently.
The battery can be replaced, but

adhesive and a glued-on rear panel
make it unnecessarily difficult.

e Front and back glass make for
double the crackability, and strong
adhesive on both makes it tough to
access the internals for any repair.

@ Screen repair, the most common
type repair, is not prioritized,
requiring an almost complete
disassembly while battling tough
adhesive.
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
