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INTRODUCTION

Small metal finger located beneath the memory door.

TOOLS:
Coin (1)
Phillips #00 Screwdriver (1)

PARTS:
MacBook Pro 15" Screw Set (1)
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Step 1 — Battery

Use a coin to turn the battery locking
screw 90 degrees to the right.



Lift the battery out of the computer.

Step 2 — EMI Finger

Remove the four Phillips screws
from the memory door.



Slide the memory door away from
the memory compartment.


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To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.

Step 3

Remove the long black Phillips
screw next to the memory card.



Remove the small EMI finger
beneath the black screw.


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
