e Cut out a piece of stainless steel mesh of the tea filter using a pocket knife

@ Trim the piece of mesh using a pair of scissors to a size of approx. 3x9 mm

e Fold the piece of mesh longways using the plastic tip

@ Use a pair of tweezers to insert the folded piece of mesh into the hole above the speaker
e Put piece of mesh into place using plastic tip
